A 6.30am start on a Sunday morning just to be at the course on time is always going to put you on 

the back foot from the start, and then when you added a challenging golf course and a strong cold sea breeze to the tiredness equation, it was 

inevitable the scores were always going to be ugly. And ugly they were on most accounts. Only the top 5 players scored within the buffer zone of 

their handicaps and then the rest of the field posted scores ranging from “not so good” to “absolutely abysmal.”  

 

Before the round this month everyone was sent a link to a PDF document with tips on how to best play the course on a hole by hole basis. Obviously 

only a few people bothered to take notice of the information supplied and many came unprepared choosing to ignore the valuable knowledge it was 

supposed to have provided you with. For the benefit of all of our club members and for future reference I have now prepared a PDF document which 

offers tips on how not to play the Cape Schank golf course. This document covers the places you should not hit your ball and demonstrates how poor 

course management can lead you to a NETT 99.

Mick Harper used more than just the local PDF cheat notes to guide him around the course to shoot the day’s lowest score. He came armed with 

intimate personal course knowledge after trekking down to Cape Schank at least twice during the month just to get some course management practice 

done. A few people have been muttering that this kind of sneaky shenanigans is a form of cheating and worthy of a 2011 leather wedge nomination 

and fine worthy, but either way, it worked wonders for him on Sunday. Mick shot 36 on the front nine and backed it up with a 44 on the tougher back 

part of the course. His 80 was by far the best performance for the day and included an eagle Putt on the 3rd hole, a birdie on the fourth and he won the 

Nearest to pin prizes for three out of the 5 par 3 holes. Mick claimed NTP on the 4th, 7th and 14th holes and was also able to out muscle the big hitters 

Alister Bayer, Gerard MacIssac and Big Ball Breasley to also get his name engraved on the longest drive honors board as well.  

 

As good as he may have played this month, Mick was still unable claim back to back titles after last month’s victory at Centenary Park. 

Congratulations to Phil Plane who after 37 rounds (4256 shots) and 4.5 years has finally won his first monthly title. Phil played a scintillating round 

and was the only golfer to play under Nett Par and was a very deserving winner in very trying conditions. Phil is having a brilliant season and is 

currently sitting in 2nd position and is still just within striking distance of the annual points championship despite playing one less round than the 

current leader. 

 

Gerard MacIssac made a very late charge up the leaderboard rankings by birdying 3 of the last 4 holes. Incredibly despite such a brilliant finish to the 

round he was still not able to pick up any skins for the day since all of the holes from 15 to 18 were Jackpot and in the end they did not go off at all. 

The big winners in the skins competition were Dean Fitzpatrick who won 3 skins with his 3 for 4 on the third hole, Ben Nichol claimed 6x Skins for 

his par for 4 stableford points on the 9th hole and then the next five holes jackpotted until Grant Maize used the generous two shots from the 

handicapper on the 14th hole to boost the value of his par 3 to gain 4 stableford points and win the hole outright. Grant could probably count himself a 

little lucky to win the skins since Mick Harper had a very easy birdie Putt after a brilliant NTP winning approach but he missed the 10’ foot birdie 

putt and then proceeded to miss the next 2x as well giving him a 4 putt 5 on the hole.  

 

When queried on how he could possibly miss such an easy putt, especially when he was playing so well all day, Mick replied “I didn’t miss the 

putt, I hit the putt, it’s just the ball missed the hole 3x times.” 

 

Quite a few people had difficulty on the putting surface, the large undulating greens proved a challenge for many. Three putts were the order of the 

day and like Mick Harper a few guys had to tip into their wallets for the dreaded $2-00 fines for a four putt. Incredibly the guy who had the worst 

round for the day, was the same person who never looked like missing a putt, Stu Coopers 120 only consisted of 30 putts and he did not even give 

away a 3 putt for the entire miserable walk. Stu was rolling putts in from any where and everywhere and his specialty appeared to be the 12 to 15 

meter double breaker putts that he would either sink or leave within inches of the cup. 

 

Gerard MacIssac also had a great day with the flat stick. He rolled in a monster for birdie on the 16th which broke, left, went up hill then broke right 

rolled downhill before turning left again at the very end of its 24 meter journey to finish at the bottom of the hole. Before making the miracle Putt 

Gerard was actually contemplating chipping the ball from on the green with his 7 Iron, just to try and eliminate some of the difficult terrain he needed 

to get across. In the end, he persisted with the flat stick, closed his eyes and hoped for the best. Fortunately for Gerard the balls roller coaster ride 

ended at the bottom of the cup. 

 



The journey between each shot was a roller coaster ride for “Slinky” who spent the entire 18 holes with his eyes closed. Poor John Mea drew the 

short straw and was partnered as buggy buddies with Brendan Seagrave. John then made the fatal mistake of saying to Brendan “you can drive the 

buggy if you want.” From the moment he handed over the keys it was a matter of hold on for dear life. Brendan’s cart only had one speed and that 

was full throttle, he jumped on the breaks like a formula one driver and he threw the buggy around corners like it was one of those green machine 

kid’s bikes from the 1970’s.
