Centenary Park Results

Centenary Park is by far the best course that we will play on, this year, I think even with the tough conditions (Windy) and
the shocking scores everyone still enjoyed the golf. Centenary Park will be a definite starter on the Sunday Leave Pass fixture
for a long time to come. The club were very hospitable and put on a great BBQ after the game and the service was first rate.

“Interesting.” That’s one way to describe the golf this month. The first hole had an average of more than 9 shots per player
and things didn’t get much better from there. Lush, perfect fairways, smooth undulating greens, large water hazards and
deep bunkers, the course offered a variety of different challenging holes including a 510meter Par 5 running straight into the
teeth of a hailing gale force wind that you needed a rifle to hit through. There were more 10’s scored than there were pars
hit for the day, yet there was still the occasional flash of brilliance and the continuous sounds of hilarity.
