Thurgoona Golf Trip Results

For the guys who didn’t make it to the golf trip at Thurgoona this year, once again you have missed a great weekend. Thurgoona has a top quality golf course layout, with a diverse
collection of holes, featuring water hazards and large bunkers that can prove to be a challenging but the wide open fairways and the short rough make the course a fun adventure
for all standards of golfers. The only gripe we have with the destination is that each time we have gone toThurgoona it has been during the districts wettest weekend for the year.



When we checked the local news on Friday to get a weather forecast, the first thing we saw was a television reporter interviewing a SES volunteer about the likelihood of flash
flooding so we figured we may be up for a tough day out on the golf course.

Luckily for us, it never rains in the mornings and we were able to negotiate the entire course on Saturday and finish our BBQ and presentations before the storms came through
Albury with the full force of a Mick Harper air-swing. Unfortunately, for those who arrived early on Friday with the intention of getting a practice game under the belt, they were
not quite so lucky and the shoes, golf gloves and grips received a drenching when the heavens opened up midway through the afternoon dumping enough rain to force the closure
of the nearby Capital golf club for the entire weekend.
