So brutal were the conditions 

that only the Top 4 players finished with a Nett score in the seventies and even the winner of theday played four strokes worse 

than par to his handicap.

While others were calling for help, SOS was making birdies, pars and bogies and his only demise was when he dropped 5 shots to 

the field by making a double bogie on the 17th hole and triple bogie on the par 4 eighteenth hole. What’s worse was that he 

actually three putted both holes because he had failed to allow for the change in speed caused by putting over the black ice that 

had formed on the greens after a heavy hail storm. 

 
 

This month we are running a competition similar to where’s Wally or a word search puzzle. The challenge is to try to find the golf 

ball which has been hidden somewhere on the green. Don’t worry if you can’t find it straight away, it is difficult to do, it took 

SOS 8 minutes of searching before he finally found it and that was only after some of the ice had melted and the movement of the 

ball caught his attention when a strong gust of wind moved the ball a couple of inches across the grass. 

 

Finding a golf ball was often a major challenge, on several occasions the ball ducked down 

under the earth to join the the worms for shelter away form the inclement conditions when a 

high shot landed in its own in it’s own plug hole. Ricks golf ball was found only a couple of  

meters off the back of the ninth green, Steve Powne rescued it and brought it back to the club 

house to reunite it with the riteful owner, only to discover that Rick had actually thrown it away 

in disgust after racking up a three putt green from only two meters from the cup. That would 

probable coincide with the scream of F#@K that came rumbling across the 4th fairway on the 

cold South Easterly breeze.

putter safely tucked away in the golf bag. 

 

Stu Coops chipped in for a zero putt on the 5th hole, Big Mick marked a birdie on his score card without ever using the putter on 

the 11th hole. Newell and also got a gobbler on the fifteenth hole. 

 

Brendan MacIsaac also had an interesting day with the putter, it was like the weather at Werribee Park, either hot or cold. Brendan 

had an incredible 8 one putt greens which is usually the building block for a great round of golf. Unfortunately he only had 3x two 

putt greens so he counteracted his good holes with equally as many bad holes and 4x three putts and 3x four putts put him on the 

negative side of the putting ledger. It was great to see Brendan back out on the golf course, he has been hamstrung with injury for 

the majority of the year so it was a brave effort to front up at Werribee Park. Speaking of bravery what an effort by Leigh to make 

a last minute appearance. Three weeks ago Leigh was in an ambulance on his way to hospital with broken ribs, broken collar 

bone, severely bruised hip and suspected punctured lung after a motor cross accident. Incredibly after such a short time frame of 

healing Leigh was able to swing a golf club and considering the injury list he did a commendable job to make it around the course 

at all.  

 

Vedran Martinovic nearly did himself an injury while trying to play a shot with a 150 meter distance marker stuffed up his 

clacker. Poor Vedran landed his drive alongside a marker on the 14th hole and when he asked for a ruling he was told by El 

Presidente that he had to play it as it lies. The tragedy was not that poor Vedran ended up having an airwsing (that was a bonus as 

it resulted in an extra $2 in the fine jar) , not that he nearly dislocated his back (he got an extra long weekend because he had to 

take Monday off to see the doctor) but the tragedy was that if he had he taken the free drop that he was entitled to, then he would 

have finished up in 3rd place for the day and taken some championship points off Tom the Illegal British immigrant. It is always 

good to have a clear understanding of the rules and also to ask your partner for advice if you are unsure, but it is probably best not 

to ask SOS for help when he is in a winning position because he will give you the bum steer like he did in this instance.

Another rule which leads to a great deal of confusion within the Sunday Leave Pass Social club is the penalty taken for a lost ball. 

It might be an oportune time to clarify our expected format for when you lose your ball or hit it out of bounds but don’t have the 

energy to walk all of the way back to the tee or back to where you played your shot from. As a matter of consistency we will refer 

back to the policy we created to combat this regular situation. The R&A rules of golf relating to a lost ball is Rule 27-1  “stroke 

plus distance penalty for a lost ball.” Meaning you should count the stroke you played, add a one shot penalty and play your next 

shot from the same spot you hit from.  

 

 
 

We have created the option to drop where the ball should be to inorder to save time and allow you to play your next shot from 

where the ball went out of bounds or where you think the ball was lost but you need to actually add two (2) penalty strokes to your 

score not just one. The reason it is a two shot penalty is because you are counting the distance that you have gained by moving 

forward as an extra shot. 

 

An example of this would be Stu Coops on the 11th hole on Sunday when Stu hit his ball out of bounds into the river on the right. 

Stu opted to play the ball from where the ball crossed over the out of bounds line rather than hitting his third shot from back at the 

tee box. He was therefore playing his fourth shot from where he dropped the ball. Stu successfully hit his fourth shot back onto the 

fairway before managing to hit his fifth shot into the river again. So by definition of the penalty of stroke plus distance when he 

dropped his ball that time, he was playing his eighth shot. There is a significant difference between taking a one shot penalty and 

taking the required stroke plus distance penalty. In this instance it was the difference between writing a nine on the score card or 

getting a Newell plus 1 (score of 11) and it would change Stu’s place ranking from 10th to 6th place on the points distribution if he 

took the lesser penalty which is a common SLP practise. 

 
 

In what can only be described as character building conditions it was a credit to all of the players except for Brad to have finished 

the round. Never has there been so many players competing to try to win the yellow vest because it added an extralayer of 

protection from the elements and the three putt monkey kept you warm in freezing conditions.  
 

Steve O’Sullivan was the best of the field winning the day with a respectable stroke score of 88 Nett 76. Mick Harper ran in as the 

bridesmaide shooting the lowest gross score 86 off the bat.  

 

Vedrans airswing opened up the door for Tom Kellythorn who continues to loitre around the top of the leaderboard. With another 

3rd place finish Tom has moved 24 points ahead of the pack and his points score is only 3 points shy of the winning score in 2016 

and there is still four rounds yet to be played. 

 

Vedran had his best finish for his career and in truth it was probably only a dodgy ruling by the El Presidente that prevented him 

from actually taking out the monthly title.  

 

Chris Sfiligoj carried the pink vest over the line however with his shoes put on the correct feet this month he refound his form and 

his strong top 5 ranking at Werribee Park means he will be gladly handing the beer wench crown over to Brad Hughes after he 

failed to complete his round. Brad walked off after 9 holes.

Tom has moved 24 points clear of his nearest rival so it will be a real challenge to reign him in from where he currently stands. 

There is still 60 points on offer if anyone player can win the next four months in a row anything is possible, but Tom has already 

started writing his victory speech and is strongly placed to break the record for the most points scored in a SLP season.
